2. Once the flag ceremony has begun, please have your child stay back 

away from the game square until the ceremony is completed if you are 

late.

Exceptions will be given only if your child has a note from you, the 

parent or guardian, stating that they should not play games because of an 

injury or illness, or if they need to leave early for a sports team practice 

or some other activity. 

4. Clubbers must remain on the church grounds at all times during the 

evening. 

5. Fighting and use of bad language will not be allowed.  Violation of either 

of these is grounds for immediate removal from the club program for the 

rest of the evening.  Your child will be brought to you or taken home in 

such cases.
